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Romantic Autumn Viemories
Changhua’ s Fan-shaped Railway
Roundhouse
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The only one locomotive lodge in Southeast Asia is here located in Changhua, which is also the only
one fan-shaped roundhouse left in Taiwan where steam locomotives are stationed after completing
a nostalgia trip.
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Taiwan originally had 6 railway roundhouses, but most of them were
rebuilt and demolished during the change of time. Changhua’s round-
house is the only one left to repair and store the steam locomotives.
Built in 1922, this roundhouse has a total of 12 locomotive parking rails
which line up at a fan shape and this is the reason it's named the
fan-shaped roundhouse. Changhua is situated at the intersection of the
Taiwan Railways Administration’s (TRA) coast and mountain lines. In
line with the opening of the Western coast line, the roundhouse for
maintaining steam locomotives was established in Changhua.

In this roundhouse three very precious steam locomotives are parked,
including CK101, CK124, and DTG68. The first two were respectively
refitted and reverted to operate in 1998 and 2001 and parked into the
fan-shaped roundhouse since then. CK101 is the oldest among the
three, which was manufactured in 1917 and suspended operation in
1979 when the electrification of the railway was accomplished. In 1998,
CK101 was repaired in the Taipei Railway Workshop for 7 months and
successfully restarted the operation . It was stationed into the round-
house after completing a nostalgic railway trip around Taiwan. It is also
the first steam locomotive ever to be repaired and re-entered the
raitway.

You can see the crew is busy with repairing and maintaining locomo-
tives when you enter the Changhua depot. Through a circular turntable
and radial patterned rail tracks, locomotives are rotatable for mainte
nance. Inside the roundhouse, two robots are exhibited and they were
made of scrap iron by the crew. They are often thought to be sculpture
artworks in the museum when you see them in a photo.
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Travel slowly by bicycle for sensing
Changhua’s beauty

After visiting the famous fan-shaped roundhouse,
you can take a chance to enjoy a dynamic trip of
Changhua. Setting the Changhua Train Station to
be the starting point, you can rent a YouBike here
and ride it to explore this historic city. In order to
provide a convenience and low-carbon tour for
residents and foreign visitors, the Changhua
County Government cooperates with Giant and
establishes a public bike-rental system just as
YouBike in Taipei. With an EasyCard, you can
enjoy convenient access to the bike at over 30
locations. Recently, the most popular route is the
shooting scenes of the movie “You Are the Apple
of My Eye.”

The Ching Cheng High School and the Chung
Hua Land Bridge are both scenes appearing in
the movie, as well as the Mount Bagua Buddha
Monument which is the most famous landmark in
Changhua. 32 solemn GuanYin sculptures are
erected along the Buddha Avenue and this scene
is strongly embedded in many people’s youthful
memories. Climbing the stairs up to the top of the
mountain, you can overlook the streetscape of
the Changhua City and enjoy an autumn breeze
blowing and a relaxing atmosphere.

Searching local gourmet cuisines in
the alleys

Yongle streets are full of classic ambiance.
Pressing your camera shutter here is like treasure
hunting, you can pick up fragments of memories
in the track of time. In Changhua, Taiwanese
Meatballs are a must-taste! No matter the delica-
cy flavor of low-temperature-fried style or the
crispy taste of high-temperature-fried style, both
kinds of the Changhua Meatballs earn their own
advocates
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and sometimes you can have both at once.
These plebeian cuisines illustrate local people’s
warm hospitality.

There are more gourmet cuisines nearby, such
as a garden restaurant mainly serving healthy
and tasty veggie food and a private restaurant
that serves a variety of creative plates for pleas-
ant surprises. Additionally, the delicious smells of
freshly baked bread mixed with pineapple cake's
sweet-and-sour scent can be found in a home-
made bakery. You can also enjoy the relaxing
rest by drinking a cup of coffee on the Mount
Bagua and take the pleasure of its excellent view
with an autumn breeze that blows gently.

Attracted by the unique roundhouse and further
take chances to visit the Changhua city, you will
understand more about the history of steam loco-
motives in Taiwan. Riding a bike shuttling within
little alleys and searching for movie scenes bring
you plenty of adventurous fun. The delicious
cuisines here are also a pleasant amazement. All
of the above are astonishing windfalls for this
autumn tender trip. Tl

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A color-painted train passes through mountains and glides smoothly into Neiwan, where time stays still

within the blend of past and modern atmosphere. Stepping into the crowded street to visit a wooden
theater or breathe in the scent of ginger flower rice tamale are great ways to wander the entire town. The

early Hakka town’s warm hospitality and its nostalgic charms can be found in every corner.
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In Taiwan, hundreds of small towns flourished because of the prosper-
ous business of mining and logging but had declined as time passed by.
Neiwan luckily wins a second chance to get back its glorious days. On
weekends, trains operate between Zhuzhong and Neiwan, which is
called the Neiwan branch line, to send lots of visitors back to the town. It
accidentally becomes a railway fan’s favorite route because of its remi-
niscence and poetry.

The elders from Neiwan told us that Youluo rivulet meandered through
the Hengshan Township and formed a crescent topography aside from
the mountain. That is how Neiwan got its name from. Walking on the
Neiwan and Panlong drawbridges hanging over the Youluo rivulet, you
can see the breathtaking views of the entire valley.

The Meiwan Train Station was launched around 1951 and is the terminal
station of the TRA's Hsinchu-Neiwan branch line. It was built to trans-
port agricultural products, minerals and woods in the past but now
serves as a starting and finishing point for a trip traveling around the
town. The renovated modern buildings still retain a bit of old day's
down-to-earth flavor.

Getting off the train with an EasyCard and turning to the left, you can
stroll to the Neiwan drawbridge, the Neiwan elementary school or the
Liu Hsing-Chin Comic Museum within 10 minutes. You can also access
to the Neiwan historical district, the Neiwan Theater, the Catholic
Church and the Neiwan Police Station by making a right turn.
Visitors can tour around the town and easily find the way return—
ing to the station.. The building of the Neiwan Police Station
stands high behind the train station and across from the railway.
The policemen are still working inside the Japanese-style bun-
galow surrounded by cherry trees.
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the ginger flowers bloom at
the riverside.

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The scenery of the Youluo rivulet and the histories
of railway and forestry have accumulated profound
charms for Neiwan. In the 60s, a comics book
artist, Liu Hsing-Chin, drew many famous
characters to depict the life of early days in
Meiwan, such as A-San with a straightforward
nature, Auntie Big who is an ardent woman, and
the naughty Robot Man. They not only show us
the goodwill and virtues of the old days of Neiwan,
but also play the symbolic figures to represent the
Neiwan Business Development Association.

The Liu Hsing-Chin Comic Museum collected a
number of his comics and inventions created in the
60s. This museum was renovated by the
JiuZanTou Cultural Association which invited the
New Hakka Cultural Park and the New Taiwan
Vision Fabric to join together to deliberate a fresh
ambiance of the Hakka culture. In addition, the
cartoon figures of the beloved Auntie Big, A-San
and Robot Man have become particular installation
art-pieces within this area. The cultural-creative
spaces, fine restaurants, and a variety of special
local collectibles also enrich this little town.

Next to the Liu Hsing-Chin Comic Museum is the
Neiwan Elementary School. The beautiful scenery
attracts lots of visitors on weekends and makes it
like an exotic park. The school’s playground is
covered with pebbles and gravels from the Youluo
rivulet. A set of the steam locomotive model of the
Neiwan line is installed on the corner of the school.
Many hundred-year-old sweet olive trees are
planted outside the classroom and bring a floral
scent during summer nights.

The Neiwan historic street, length of 200 meters,
used to be the main way to commute to the
JianShih County. It experienced both prosperous
and desolate times and was successfully
transformed to a tourist site under the Shopping
Area Image Program which was promoted and
implemented by the Minister of Economic Affairs
(MOEA) in 1995. The new shopping area is
centered on ZhongZheng Road, extended to
DaTong Road, GuangFu Road, ZhongShan Street
and HePing Streets.
town-houses with the roof covered by the
Japanese-style's black tiles are scattered on the
streets and have marked a deep historical
significance.

Many traditional wooden

The Neiwan Catholic Church is over 70 years old
and symbolizes a spiritual sustenance for
hardworking mining and logging workers in the
past. The Neiwan Theater, built in 1950, played a
significant role to emotionally supported and
comforted thousands of villagers and foreign
workers. Even-though these places have
transformed into prefitable business, such as
shops and restaurants, they are still very
entertaining and laid-back when you come and
walch an old movie while indulging in delicious
Hakka meals.

Assorted traditional gourmet cuisines, such as
ginger flower rice tamale, vegetable buns, brown
sugar steamed sponge cake, rice flour lath and
kumaquat jam, are still visitors” top choices despite
the fact that different external snacks are imported
to sell here. Sipping the Hakka Lei Cha, containing
the flavors of loose tea leaves, sesames and
peanuts, together with peanut rice cake, allow us
to appreciate how simple life could be in the
mountain. Tl
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The Hexing Station, next to the Neiwan Station, helped bring together a young couple’s pure romance

decades ago. After many years, when the station faced an abolishment, this couple stood out and paid for
maintenance. They keep the Hexing Station’s business afloat. Now the Hexing Station has become a

well-known station of love for couples.

Station with your loved one on a casual day. The relaxing atmosphere
at the station would bring you two closer.

In 1958, Tseng Chun-Chao met a girl on the train. He chased the train
along the railway tracks for two kilometers and finally got aboard the
train at the next station, as he wanted to keep in touch with the girl. Their
love grew and the romance was concluded with a happy ending. Fate
and the station brought them together, so they were striving to rescue
the station decades later when it was forced to close. The antique wait-
ing room, the red control room, the railway semaphore signal, and the
dragon juniper tree on the platform are all well maintained to keep watch
for more romantic stories The “legendary love of train chasing” has
become the most famous romance ever since.

The Hexing Station, built on a slope, is a typical Z type switchback (Zig
Zag railway) just like the Alishan Forest Railway. It used to be named as
“Shihfenliao Train Station” and was constructed to transport frigid
cement and concretes. In 1999, Taiwan Cement Corp. stopped the
cement production, and the closedown deserted the station. But now,
the authentic railway tracks with newly built wishing bell, the bravery
tower, the long-lasting platform, the little wedding plaza and the
romance platform have transformed the old station to a new pastime
destination: the “Love - Hexing Station” park. It has since attracted
many couples, families and friends taking pictures at every comer,

Two old train carriages stationed in the park have become the “Little
Sweet Heart” |, an ice and snack shop, for visitors as a pit stop. Visitors
can read some comic books, order a bottle of sparkling water and enjoy
ice cream here. The historic value of the Hexing Station attracts many
tourists to come and visit the old wooden building. Inside it, people can
shop the elaborately designed love passport, postcards and bathing
salts, letting the charm of those great stories of the Hexing Station
passing on to the others.
